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WAYNE TOWNSHIP, CLERMONT COUNTY, OHIO

ZONING RESOLUTION

A RESCLUTION, for the purpose of promoting public health, safety and
general welfare; to secure the most appropriate use of land; and to provide
direction for future growth, all in accordance with a comprehensive plan: the
Board of Trustees of the Township find it necessary and advisable to regulate
the location, use of buildings and other structures; opens spaces and the uses
of land, dividing the unincorporated area of the Township into zoning districts.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF WAYNE
TOWNSHIP, CLERMONT COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO:

ARTICLE | - PURPOSE

For the purpose of promoting the public health, safety and general weilfare; to
secure the most appropriate use of land; and to provide direction for future
growth, all in accordance with the provisions of CHAPTER 519, TOWNSHIP
ZONING of the Ohio Revised Code of Ohio, it is hereby provided as follows:

Article | - Page iv
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ARTICLE Il - DISTRICTS AND BOUNDARIES THEREOF
SECTION 1. DISTRICTS: The territory of Wayne Township, Clermont
County. Ohio is hereby divided into nine classes of "Districts” which are

as follows:

Conservation/Recreation "C" District Residential "RB" District

Agricultural "AA" District Commercial "CA" District
Agricultural Residential "AB" District = Commercial "CB" District
Residential "RA" District Industrial "I" District

Planned Unit Development “PUD" District

SECTION 2. DISTRICT MAP: The boundaries of these Districts are
indicated upon the "District Map”. This map is made a part of this
resolution. (See Appendix C)

The said map of Wayne Township, Clermont County. Ohio and all the
guotations, references. and other matters shown thereon, shall be as
much a part of this resolution as if the notations, references, and other
matters set forth by said map were all fully described herein. The
District Map is properly attested and is on file in the office of the Board
of Wayne Tawnship.

SECTION 3. DISTRICT BOUNDARIES: The district boundary lines of
said map are intended to follow either streets or alleys or lot lines, and
where the districts designated on the map are bounded approximately
by such street, alley or lot lines, the street or alley or lot shall be
construed to be the boundary of the district, unless such boundary is
otherwise indicated on the map. The district boundary lines shall be
determined by the use of the scale appearing on the Zoning District
Map or by dimensions.

SECTION 4. VACATION OF PUBLIC WAY: Whenever any street,
alley or other public way is vacated by official action of the Board of
County Commissioners of Clermont County. the zoning district
adjoining each side of such street, alley. or public way shall be
automatically extended to the center of such vacation and all area
included in the vacation shall then and henceforth be subject to all
appropriate regulations of the extended districts.

Article |l - Page 1
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ARTICLE Il -- DEFINITIONS

The words which are defined are those which have special or limited
meanings as used in this Zoning Resolution and might not otherwise be clear.
Words whose meanings are self-evident are not defined here.

Accessory Apartment: An independent dwelling unit contained
totally within a single family residence,

. Accessory Structure or Use: Any structure or use, other than the

principal structure or use, directly incident to or required for the
enjoyment of the permitted use of any premises; also as
specifically designated under the zoning district regulations of this
Zoning Resolution.

. Agriculture: The use of land for farming, dairying, pasturage,

apiculture, horticulture, floriculture, viticulture and animal and
poultry husbandry.

. Agricultural Structures: Any structure or building accessory to the

principal agricultural use of the land; farm dwellings, however, are
principal buildings.

Alteration: Any change or addition to the supporting members or
foundation of a structure.

Camping Units: Any tent, boat, vehicle, vehicle accessory or
structure designed and constructed for use as a temporary
seasonal residence on land or water during vacation or
recreational period, whether or not mounted on wheels or a motor
vehicle.

. Commercial Floor Area: Floor area of buildings which is devoted

to the storage and display of merchandise, the performance of
consumer services, or the circulation and accommodation to
customers.

Conditional Use: A use which must receive special approval by
the Board of Zoning Appeals, if delegated, in order to be permitted
in a zoning district.

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9. Consumer Services: Sale of any service to individual customers

for their own personal benefit, enjoyment, or convenience, and for
fulfillment of their own personal needs. For example, consumer
services include the provisions of the personal services such as
cleaning and barbering, the provision of lodging, entertainment,
specialized instruction, financial services, transportation, and
similar services.

Dwellings: Any building or portion thereof occupied or intended to
be occupied exclusively for residential purposes, but not including
a tent, cabin, trailer or trailer coach or other temporary or transient
structure or facility.

A. Single Family - A detached, independently standing building
occupied or constructed to be occupied exclusively for the
residentiai purposes by one family or housekeeping unit.
Minimum square footage - 1200 sq. ft. of living space.

B. Two Family - A detached, independently standing building
occupied or constructed to be occupied exclusively for the
residential purposes by not more than two (2) families or
housekeeping units. Minimum square footage - 1800 sq. ft. of
living space.

C. Multiple Family

1) A detached, independently standing building occupied or
constructed to be occupied exclusively for the residential
purposes by more than two (2) families or housekeeping
units. Minimum square footage - 2700 sq. ft. of living space.

2) Townhouses, patio homes, or any other attached residential
use struclures or building employing the use of common
party walls. Total minimum square footage - 2700 sq. ft. of
living space.

Dwelling_Units: One room, or a suite of two (2) or more rooms,
designed for or used by one family or housekeeping unit for living
and sleeping purposes and which includes permanently installed
cooking and lawfully required sanitary facilities.

Article Ili - Page 2
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Elderly Opportunity Housing (ECHQ). A temporary independent
dwelling unit occupied by a member of the immediate family sixty-
two (62) years of age or older or mentally or physically
handicapped, related by blood or marriage to the occupants of the
primary structure, with the placement of the unit in the side or rear
yard of a single family residence. The principal single family
residence must be owner occupied.

Family: One or more persons occupying a dwelling and living as a
single housekeeping unit and doing their own cooking on the
premises as distinguished from a group occupying a boarding
house, lodging house or hotel.

Free Standing Antenna: Any antenna not supported by or attached

to another structure, but may have Guy Wires.

Height of Structure: The vertical distance from the average
finished grade at the front building line to the highest point of the
structure.

Home Occupation: An occupation or business activity which
results in product or service and is conducted in whole or in part in
the dwelling unit or its accessory structures and is clearly
subordinate to the residential use of the property. All home
occupations shall be subject to the following limitations:

A. No person other than members of the immediate family residing
on the premises shall be engaged in such occupation; however,
one (1) non-resident may be employed.

B. The use shall not utilize more than 25% of the gross floor area,
not to exceed 500 square feet; provided, however, this limitation
does not apply to child day care.

C. There shall be no change in the outside appearance of the
building or premises, or other visible evidence of the conduct of
such home occupation other than one sign, not exceeding 4
square feet in area, non-illuminated.

D. Exterior storage of equipment, parts, supplies, materials,
products, merchandise, inventory and general waste is
prohibited.

Article Il - Page 3
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No traffic shall be generated by such home occupation in
greater volume than would normally be expected in a residential
neighbeorhood, and any need for parking generated by the
conduct of such home occupation shall meet the off-street
parking requirements as specified in this resolution, and shall
not be located in a required front yard.

No equipment or process shall be used in such home
occupation which creates, noise, vibration, glare, fumes, odors,
or electrical interference detectable to the normal senses off the
lot if the occupation is conducted in a single family residence or
outside the dwelling unit, if conducted in other than a single
family residence.

In the case of electrical interference, no equipment or process
shall be used which creates visual or audible interference in any
radio or television receivers off the premises, or causes
fluctuations in line voltages off the premises.

17. Junk: Shall be defined as set forth in Section 4737.05 (a) of the
Ohio Revised Code and means: old scrap copper, brass, rope,
rags, trash, waste, batteries, paper, rubber, iron, steel and other
old or scrap ferrous or nonferrous materials.

18. Junk Yard: Any land or structure used for a salvaging operation,
inciuding but not limited to the collection, dismantlement, storage
and salvage of any unlicensed vehicles, waste, scrap or discarded
material.

19. Lot. A parcel of land under one ownership devoted to a common
use or occupation by a single principal building plus accessory
structures.

A.

Corner Lot -- A lot which abuts on two intersecting streets at
their intersection.

. Double-Frontage Lot -- Any lot other than a corner lot which

abuts on two streets.

. Lot Line -- The boundary dividing a lot from a right-of-way,

adjoining lot or other adjoining tract of land. Front, rear, and
side lot lines are self-explanatory.

Article lll - Page 4
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D. Lot of Record -- A lot which is recorded in the office of the
County Recorder.

Mobile Home: Any non-selfpropelled vehicle so designed,
censtructed, reconstructed, or added to by means of accessories in
such manner as will permit the use and occupancy thereof for
human habitation, when connected to utilities, whether resting on
wheels, jacks, blocks, or other foundation and used or so
constructed as to permit its being used as a conveyance upon the
public streets and highways.

Nonconforming Structure or Use: A structure or use of any
premises which does not conform with all provisions of this Zoning
Resolution but which existed before its designation as
Nonconforming by the adoption or amendment of this Resolution.

Premises: A lot or other tract of land under one ownership and all
the structures on it.

Processing: Manufacturing, packaging, repairing, cleaning, and -
any other similar original or restorative treatment applied to raw
materials, products, or personal property. Processing does not
refer to the fabrication of structures.

Public Service Building: Any building necessary for the operation
and maintenance of a utility.

Sleeping Room: A single room rented for dwelling purposes but
without the amenities for separate and independent housekeeping.

Street, Road or Thoroughfare: A public way or part thereof used
for vehicular ftraffic. References in this Resolution to local,
collector or arterial streets mean those streets specifically
designated as such by the Official Clermont County Thoroughfare
Plan.

Structure:  Anything constructed, the use of which requires
location on the ground or attached to something having location on
the ground.

Use: "Use" broadly refers tc the activities which take place on any
land or premises and also refers to the structures located thereon
and designed for those activities.

Aricle ili - Page 5
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Variance: A departure from the strict conformance with the
dimension and area regulations which may be approved by the
Board of Zoning Appeals.

Yard: The open space surrounding the principal building on any
lot, unoccupied and unobstructed by any portion of that building
from the ground to the sky except where specifically permitted by
this Zoning Resolution. Yards are further defined as foilows:

A. Front Yard -- That portion of the yard extending the full width of
the lot and measured between the front lot line and a parallel
line tangent to the nearest part of the principal building, which
line shall be designated as the "front yard line".

B. Rear Yard — That portion of the yard extending the full width of
the lot and measured between the rear lot line and a parallel
line tangent to the nearest part of the principal building.

C. Side Yard — Those portions of the yard extending from the front
yard to the rear yard and measured between the side lot lines
and parallel lines tangent to the nearest parts of the principal
building.

Article Il - Page 6
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ARTICLE IV -- GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1. Existing Buildings and Uses Not Affected: Any building,
structure, or use existing at the time of the enactment of this Resolution
may be continued, even though such building, structure, or use does
not conform with the provisions of this Resolution. However, when any
such nonconforming use is voluntarily discontinued for two years or
more, any future use of said land or structure shall be in conformity with
the zoning regulations of the District in which the land and/or structure
is located.

Section 2. BRestoring Unsafe Buildings: Nothing herein shall be

construed as preventing the strengthening or restoring to a safe
condition of any part of any building or structure declared unsafe by the
building inspector or from complying with his lawful requirements.

Section 3. Uses Not Provided For: Any use specifically not
mentioned in this resolution shall be considered by the Board of Zoning
Appeals for compatibility and approved only if the proposed use is
found to be compatible with those uses permitted within the zoning
district in which the property propased for the use is located.

Section 4. One Principal Building Aliowed: Only one principal
building and its customary accessory buildings shali hereinafter be
erected on any lot.

Section 5. Eront Yard Requirements for Corner Lots: Corner lots
shall meet the front yard requirements of the district or districts in which
they are located on both the street considered as the front street and
the street considered as the side street.

Section 6. Front Yard Requirements for Double Frontage Lots:
Double frontage lots shall meet the front yard requirements of the
district or districts in which they are located on both of the streets upon
which they front.

Section 7. Accessory Structujes: All accessory structures shali be
located in the side and rear yards only.

Article |V - Page 1
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Section 8. Mgabile Home Standards: Alt new or used mobile homes

placed on individual lots shall comply with the foliowing standards:

1. The minimum square footage of living space in the mobile home shall
not be less than 924 square feet..

2. All mobile homes shall be 1) installed upon and properly attached to
a foundation system that provides adequate support of the
structure's vertical and horizontal loads and transfers these and
other imposed forces, without failure, from the structure to the
undisturbed ground below the frost line and 2) securely anchored to
the concrete pad andfor earth by a minimum of eight (8) tiedowns:
one at each corner with the remainder evenly spaced along the
longest dimension.

3. All mobile homes shall be "skirted” from the ground level to the base
of the mobile home with appropriate material, the color and texture of
which is compatible with the exterior siding of the mobile home, and

4, The area under, and extending two feet on all sides from the mobile
home shall be structured and/or constructed so as to drain surface
water away from the mobile home.

Article IV - Page 2
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Section 9. Off-Street Automobile Parking and Storage: Permanent
off-street automobile storage, parking or standing space shall be
provided as set forth below at the time of the erection of any building or
structure, at the time any principal building or structure is enlarged or
increased in capacity by adding dwelling units, guest rooms, or floor
area, or before conversion from one zoning use or occupancy to
another. Such space shall be provided with vehicular access to a street
or alley. This space shall be deemed to be required open space
associated with the permitted use and shall not thereafter be reduced or
encroached upon in any manner.

At least the foilowing minimum parking space requirements for specific
uses shail be provided:

A. Residences and Apartment Houses.: Two (2) parking spaces for
each dwelling unit.

B. Retail_Businesses: Parking or storage space for all vehicles used
directly in the conduct of such business plus four (4) parking spaces
for the first one thousand (1000) square feet of total floor area and
one (1) additional space for every additional one hundred fifty (150)
square feet of floor area.

C. Industrial Plants and Facilities. Parking or storage space for all

vehicles used directly in the conduct of such industrial use plus two
(2) parking spaces for every three (3) employees on the premises at
maximum employment.

Section 10. Additional Parking Provisions:

A. If the vehicle storage space or standing space required above cannot
be reasonably provided on the same lot on which the principal use is
conducted. the Board of Zoning Appeals may permit such space to
be provided on other off-street property provided such space lies
within four hundred (400) feet of the main entrance to such principal
use. Such vehicle parking space shall be deemed to be associated
with the permitted use and shall not thereafter be reduced or
encroached upon in any manner.

Article IV - Page 3
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B. The required parking space for any number of separate uses may
he combined in one lot, but the required space assigned to one use
may not be assigned to another use at the same time, except that
one-half of the parking space required for churches, theaters or
assembly halls whose peak attendance will be at night or on
Sunday may be assigned to a use which will be closed at night or
on Sunday.

C. No commercial motor vehicle exceeding two (2) tons in rated
capacity may be parked in an area that is visible from the nearest
thoroughfare in any Residential District for any longer than 72
hours.

D. No abandoned, unlicensed, wrecked, dismantied, or totally disabled
automobiles, trucks, trailers, aircraft or discarded furniture,
appliances or other junk materials, shall be permitted to remain out
of doors on the premises in any district for a period of more than
thirty (30) days.

Section 11. Obstruction_to Vision at Street Intersections
Prohibited: Within the triangular or other shaped area formed on a
lot by a straight line connecting the right-of-way lines of any
intersecting street and a railroad or the right-of-way lines of two
intersecting streets at points twenty (20) feet from the intersection of
such right-of-way lines, there shall be no obstructions to vision
between a height of two and one-half (2 1/2) feet and the height of ten
(10) feet above the average grade of such street or railroad. This
requirement applies to fences, walls, shrubbery, signs, marquees, and
other obstructions to vision, but it does not prohibit a necessary
retaining wall.

Section 12. Noise or Contamination:

For the protection of the health, safety and general welfare of the
community, not use of land or real property, whether private,
commercial or any other purposes whatever, shall create at or beyond
the property line conditions of nuisance and/or hazard as regards to
noise, smoke, dust, liquid effluent and/or other pollutants or
contaminant in excess of those specified in current Clermont County,
State of Ohio, or Federal regulations applying to places of residence,
recreation, or employment. The prevailing regulation shall be
interpreted as that which results in the lowest level of noise and
contamination.

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ARTICLE V - ZONING DISTRICT REGULATIONS

Section 1. Conservation { Recreation "C" District:
A. Uses Permitted:

2. Single Family Dwelling
3. Qutdoor Recreational Activities and Uses such as picnicking. jogging.

bicycling, hiking, camping, swimming, boating, fishing, arboretums, boat
launching ramps, golf courses, outdoor ice skating rinks, nature areas,
public and private parks, picnic areas, play fields, playgrounds. outdoor
swimming pools, wildlife sanctuaries, and

. Accessory Building and Uses customarily incidental to the listed

permitted uses.

B. Congiional Uses Requiring a Condilional Use Permitfrom

Private Stables provided that all stables, corrals, manure, feed and
bedding shall be at least one hundred (100) feet from neighboring
property lines and streets,

Commercial Stables where horses or riding animals are kept for

remuneration, hire, sale, boarding, riding or show. subject to the

following conditions:

a) The minimum lot size shall be five (5) acres,

b) Stables, corrals, manure, feed and bedding shall be located at least
one hundred (100) feet from neighboring property lines or streets in
order to minimize odor and nuisance problems (pasturage may
extend to ot lines},

c) A vegetative strip at least fifty (50) feet wide shall be maintained
between any corral, manure storage or manure application area and
any lot line , surface water or well, in order to minimize pollution from
resulting runoff, and.,

d) Parking spaces required are one (1) space per every two (2) riding
animals or stalls provided, plus one (1) space for each employee.

C. Uses Prohibited:

. All establishments or enterprises operated for the disposal of garbage,
rubbish, offal or other waste or surplus material not originating on the
premises

Junk Yards,

All other uses not specifically permitted by this Section.

Article V - Page 1
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ARTICLE V - ZONING DISTRICT REGULATIONS

Section 2. Agricultural "AA" District:
A. Uses Permitted:

Any use or structure permitted and as regulated in the Conservation/
Recreation "C" District except as hereinafter modified,

Churches and other places of worship, Sunday School buildings and
parish houses,

Publicly owned or operated properties,

Roadside stands, offering for sale only agricultural products which are
produced upon the premises, including a sign advertising such products
not exceeding thirty-two (32) square feet in area,

Home Occupations, and,

Mobile Homes,

Temporary office, mobile home or dwelling incidental to construction
work, provided that such temporary structure shall be removed upon
compietion or abandonment of the construction work.

Such temporary structure shall be allowed for a period of one year.
After the one year period, if permanent structure is not completed, a
three month extension may be granted subject to the approval of the
Board of Zoning Appeals.

A permit shall be required for the placement for temporary office or

dwellings from the Wayne Township Zoning Inspector.

Accessory building and uses customarily incidental to the listed
permitted uses,

. . Requiring a Conditional Use Permit from the Board
Zoning Appeals:

. Any conditional use permitted and as regulated in the Conservation

{Recreation "C" District,
Accessory apartments and temporary elderly opportunity housing
(ECHO) unit under the following conditions:

a) The Primary structure shall be owner occupied and the ECHO Unit

shall be occupied by a member of the immediate family sixty-two (62)
years of age or older or mentally or physically handicapped and
